The Teachers Union, the NZEI has confirmed that there will be a full day strike on Wednesday 15 August. This is in an effort to
negotiate salaries that will attract people to the profession. Every week at Rototuna Primary we struggle to find relievers and teachers
preparation time has to be postponed. There has been a 40% fall in the numbers of teachers entering the profession and 20% of the
teachers are 60 years old or over.

Unfortunately, we do not have the staff available to open the school on Wednesday 15 August.

I do understand the inconvenience and hassles this will cause for families and students. This Friday 3 August between 8.30-8.45 and
3.15-3.30pm our NZEI staff rep, Karen Blunden will be available at the front of the library to chat with any families and explain the
reasoning behind the strike action and answer any questions you may have.
